THE PROBLEM 

One of the most pressing resource issues facing rural villagers in Cambodia is a lack 
of clean drinking water. Currently, villagers and residents of remote areas drink 
from pools of standing water or from streams and canals. In both cases, the water 
is contaminated with bacteria and polluted with waste. This problem intens�]�.��s 
during the dry season when water levels recede and residents must seek water, 
usually by foot, from more distant loca�Ÿons. Journeys Within Our Community 
(JWOC) has developed a Clean Water Project to improve year-round water supply.
